Youth Eligibility Criteria
Eligible youth must be between the ages of 14-24, low income and have one or more barriers to employment.
1. Age: 14-24

c. A youth with a disability is considered a family of one

d. Homeless/Runaway youth are considered low income

e. A foster child is considered low income

3. Barriers
a. Homeless

d. Disabled

e. Basic Skills Deficient

f. School Dropout

g. Pregnant or parenting

h. Offender

i. Requires additional assistance to complete an educational program or to secure and hold employment

This is defined as:
· Not having had unsubsidized work history

· Not having had a job that was obtained without assistance

· Not having a regular work history (unable to keep a job/sporadic work history)
